Introduction:

Our mission project this week is to spread the message of Jesus’ love and

His gift of salvation by making little messages, called tracts, to leave in public

places or to give to friends who may not know about Jesus and all He has done for

you. You have the option to create your own tracts completely, or to print off one

from our VBS webpage and fill it with bright colors. Once you’ve finished your

tract, you can then share it with others.

Materials:

Paper - White Copy Paper or Colored Construction Paper or printed tract
templates

Colorful Writing Utensils

Scissors and Stapler (optional)

Bible

Directions:

1.

Decide if you want to use one of the printed tracts provided or make your
own tract on plain paper.

. Decide if you would like to fold your paper into sections or if you would like

to cut it down into smaller pages to be stapled together.

. If using one of the printables, read through the message with an adult and

carefully color the pictures on the tract.

If creating your own tract, decide how you would like to share the
information. You can use the notes on the “Roman’s Road” or the “ABC’s
of Salvation” below to guide you. You can share some of your own story or
favorite verses. Just remember not to put your full name or other private
information in the tract.

. When you’re finished with your tract(s), carry it with you when you’re out

in public. You can give it directly to someone, leave it in a public space



where someone else might find it, or you give it to a friend or family
member who may not know Jesus.

6. Pray for the people finding your tracts, that they will come to know Jesus
and spread His Love and Hope to others.

Roman’s Road to Salvation

Walking Down the "Romans Road" to Salvation . ...

e Because of our sin, we are separated from God. For all have sinned and fall
short of the glory of God. (Romans 3:23)

e The Penalty for our sin is death. For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of
God is eternal life in Jesus Christ our Lord. (Romans 6:23)

e The penalty for our sin was paid by Jesus Christ! But God demonstrates His own
love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. (Romans 5:8)
e If we repent of our sin, then confess and trust Jesus Christ as our Lord and
Savior, we will be saved from our sins! For whoever calls on the name of the Lord
shall be saved. (Romans 10:13) ...if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus
and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be
saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth
confession is made unto salvation. (Romans 10:10)

The ABCs of Salvation: Some people think a personal relationship with God is
something only theologians can comprehend. Actually, God’s plan of salvation is
simple enough for everyone to understand. Here are the ABCs of salvation:

Admit - Admit to God that you are a sinner. All persons need salvation. Each of us
has a problem the Bible calls sin. Sin is a refusal to acknowledge God’s authority
over our lives. Everyone who does not live a life of perfect obedience to the Lord
is guilty of sin. “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” (Rom. 3:23).
Since none of us is perfect, all of us are sinners (Rom. 3:10- 18). The result of sin is
spiritual death (Rom. 6:23). Spiritual death means eternal separation from God.
By God’s perfect standard we are guilty of sin and therefore subject to the
punishment for sin, which is separation from God. Admitting that you are a sinner
and separated from God is the first step of repentance, which is turning from sin
and self and turning toward God.



Believe - Believe in Jesus Christ as God’s Son and receive Jesus’ gift of forgiveness
from sin. God loves each of us. God offers us salvation. Although we have done
nothing to deserve His love and sal- vation, God wants to save us. In the death of
Jesus on the cross, God provided salvation for all who would repent of their sins
and believe in Jesus. “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life” (John
3:16).

Confess - Confess your faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord to others. After you
have received Jesus Christ into your life, share your decision with another person.
Tell your pastor or a Christian friend about your decision. Following Christ’s
example, ask for baptism by immersion in your local church as a public expression
of your faith. “If you confess with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your
heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess
and are saved” (Rom. 10:9-10)
